Schoology News
SCHOOLOGY NEXT 2017, a conference hosted in Chicago, IL, from 

July 23-26, was attended by two of our own high school staff, Eliana 
Johnson and Lindsay Dew. Throughout their experience, they gained 
a vast array of knowledge that will not only benefit the organization 
of their and the staff members curriculum online but will also help to 
engage students visually and assist them in experiencing their education 
with the ability to attain feedback in an intentional and timely manner.

One of two major advances staff have been taught is how to bring their 
Schoology Course to life through images, banners, and other digital 
media. Although this may not seem worth the time, it can easily express 
what students should mentally prepare for throughout each unit by 
simply creating and embedding an image. Furthermore, it helps to keep 
students engaged in content. Using various forms of media to add to 
their understanding of content can drastically improve their mental state 
when learning in a classroom environment. 

The second major advance staff have been instructed upon is regarding 
the compatibility of GoogleApps and Schoology. Staff members are able 
to create assignments within Schoology that allows students to have all 
documents digitally and to work on them through Schoology itself. This 
may help students stay organized as their work remains in the folder it is 
submitted in and it doesn’t require them to have multiple tabs open on 
their browser. 

Not only is organization a positive but because it is digital and uses 
Google documents, students are also able to see and review feedback 
that is provided instantaneously. Rather than having to wait until a paper 
is returned in class after a long weekend, students are able to reflect 
upon feedback and make changes and improvements accordingly to their 
work. 

Through these advances, staff at Saydel High School are looking forward 
to the growth and engagement in student learning. Schoology is 
becoming a vital tool in their experience while teaching them how to 
utilize technology in their education.

Bell Schedule Adjustment

The first big change made comes as a shift 
away from our modified block schedule on 

Thursday and Friday back to a more traditional 
eight period schedule. One reason we moved 
away from the block scheduling was to add in 
a Flex or intervention time to each day of the 
week except Wednesday. 

After attending at MTSS conference last spring, 
our MTSS team and administration looked at the 
needs of our students. We determined it was in 
our students’ best interest to add in a 26 minute 
intervention four days a week to allow for more 
frequent intervention in a timely manner. 

Additionally, this change allows our students to receive help from 
multiple teachers without sacrificing time with each teacher. This change 
effectively doubles the amount of intervention time students could 
receive. Students are able to receive help from English teachers on 
Monday, Math teachers on Tuesday, Science teachers on Thursday and 
Social Studies teachers on Friday. Elective teachers are able to request 
students on specific days for interventions as well.  

The second change that comes with our interventions is the addition of 
Flex classes, which students are able to sign up for on a five week basis.  
If students are not requested by teachers for intervention, but do not 
want to sit with their advisory, we are encouraging students to sign up 
for the Flex class. Flex classes are being developed based on student and 
teacher interests and include classes such as: robotics, football chalk 
talk, genius hour, ACT preparation, mock trial, and photography 101.  
Students who take these classes receive no credit or grade for them; 
they are offered for the enjoyment of learning. Please encourage your 
student to sign up for a Flex class today!

The HHFKA is complex, so we’ve simplified the 
main points for you in the charts below. Keep in mind these guidelines 
are intended to provide one-third of your child’s daily nutritional and 
energy needs. Saydel’s food and nutrition department remains 
committed to providing the best combination of nutrients available to 
your child. 
 

What’s on my child’s school lunch tray? 
 

All Saydel’s School Nutrition meals must meet the minimum 
requirements as defined by the HHFKA. There are no maximum 
limitations on these meal components but the meal must fit within the 
weekly calorie range for that grade level.

As a new school year gets underway, a focus for the high school is on improving our current PBIS system. 
The focus of PBIS is to define, teach, and reinforce appropriate student behaviors to create a positive 

school environment. The district defines student expectations using the acronym S.O.A.R.: safe, open-minded, 
accountable, and respectful. By teaching and reinforcing SOAR expectations, we work proactively with students 
to build and maintain a positive school culture. Over the summer and first few weeks of school, we worked to 
identify positive student leaders in the school. The PBIS team and administration and are working alongside 
students to ensure all work toward the same goal.  
 
An additional way we are working to reinforce positive student behavior is by partnering with our activities 
department to provide students with free admission to activities. The second week of school, our PBIS team 
identified students who had no absences or office referrals. These students were awarded free admission to 
that Friday’s football game against West Central Valley. Moving forward, students from each grade level will 
be nominated by staff on a biweekly basis to receive free admission to activities during those two weeks.  
Students will receive a card showing which staff nominated the student and the positive behaviors for their 
nomination. As the school year continues, we look forward to implementing additional ways to promote and 
reinforce positive student behavior to build a positive school environment.
